I have always been a strong advocate for women’s rights. At KPMG in the Netherlands I established a female networking group and was successful at putting diversity on the agenda. With the partnership I’ve established between Women’s World Banking and KPMG EMEA, we successfully organized two leadership training weeks for women from Asia and Africa.
In the Netherlands I have also founded a network for women in the financial services industry, with over 500 members from large financial institutions. I have been the chair of this network for 6 years.
I strongly believe that all people are created equal, but that differences should be taken into consideration, and be valued, especially for girls and women and their sexual rights.




What is your experience of being in a governance body?
	I have worked as an certified auditor for 15 years at a Big4 audit firm. At this moment I work as an independent consultant, focussing on Integrated Reporting and helping companies to transform from profit to value and impact measurement.
